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Kineton Sports & Social Cricket Club is keen to promote positive images of children playing Cricket and is not banning the use of photographic or video recording equipment. However, the following procedures must be followed to protect the interests of children at our club. 
1. Photographs/images are not to be taken at matches or training without prior written permission of the parents/carers of the child. This permission can be given by proxy by the coach of each team only after parental consent for this has been granted. The coach must arrange this prior to attending matches
2. If no consent has been given for a child on the player profile form, then it is to be made known to the relevant person of the other team (e.g. coach/team manager) so the appropriate person/s taking photographs for the other team is/are aware and can avoid taking photographs of that particular child.
3. The children should be informed that a person will be taking photographs, and that if they have concerns they can report these to the coach or team manager. 

4. Images must convey the best principles and aspects of Cricket such as appropriate dress, fairness and safety.
5. Under no circumstances should photographs be taken in the changing rooms, junior team managers, and captains of teams where juniors are playing open age cricket should communicate and observe this instruction.

6. Where coaches and captains take photos of children, these photos must be stored securely on the Kineton Cricket Club shared document storage removed immediately from personal phones and cameras as soon as is practically possible.

7. Team captains should check for, observe, stop and report any inappropriate photography. 
8. Images must not be sexual or exploitative in nature nor open to obvious misinterpretation or misuse.

9. Images must only be taken by authorised persons i.e. Parents/guardians/carers or authorised press.

10. All images must be securely stored.

11. If a child is named in a publication his/her photograph must not be used.

12. If a photograph is used the child’s name must not be used.

13. Inappropriate use of images must be reported to the Club Safeguarding Officer.

14. Video analysis can be a valuable coaching aid. However, players and parents/carers should be aware that this is part of the coaching programme, and material taken in connection with coaching, must be stored securely and deleted or destroyed when a parent requests this, or when the material is no longer needed. The parents/carers and children must provide written consent for the use of photography and video analysis.
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
